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8th Progress Report of RSPG WG WRC-19

The Group met once since the 47th RSPG plenary and worked on the following issue:

Development of the final Opinion to RSPG09-294 on EU Coordination at ITU-R
radiocommunication conferences;

Representatives from Austria, Denmark, Finland, France, Greece, Germany, Hungary, the
Netherlands, Sweden, the United Kingdom and the European Commission patrticipated
actively.

The Group considered one written and several oral contributions during the meeting on the
Opinion. The following conclusions have been drawn:

e The Title of the Opinion was clarified as the supplementary nature of the Opinion has
directly been addressed in the first paragraph in the introduction.

e Some paragraphs have been re-placed in different sections in order to follow the
logical structure of the Opinion.

e Section 3 have been modified to clarify the roles of the EU at a radiocommunication
conference and the necessity of EU coordination at such conferences.

e Section 4 have been re-ordered to follow the structure of the Opinion

¢ Finally the Group confirmed again that the Opinion 09-294 shall be retained and
linked this with the supplemental information of the development Opinion. In order to
ensure a consistent readability the Group suggested to keep the original section 5 as
an Annex to this Opinion.

With such changes the Group submits this Opinion for approval of RSPG.

The development of the final Opinion on EU coordination at radiocommunication conferences
has been completed and is submitted for final approval.
