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Progress Report of RSPG SG MSS 2 GHz 

 

1. Since the last RSPG Plenary meeting, the Subgroup met once for a two-day session 
virtually (16 to 17 January 2024) and worked to finalize the draft Opinion with the 
participation of representatives from numerous MS: Cyprus, Czechia, Denmark, 
Finland, France, Germany, Greece, Hungary, Italy, Lithuania, Luxembourg, Malta, 
Portugal, Slovenia, Spain, Sweden, the Netherlands and the European Commission. 
 

2. The Subgroup evaluated the comments from the public consultation, which took place 
09 November 2023 to 21 December 2023. During the public consultation 15 responses 
were received, out of which 4 were confidential.  

 
3. The Subgroup assessed all comments received and concluded successfully its 

discussion regarding potential respective amendments of the draft Opinion. The 
submitted text (RSPG24-007) reflects the outcome of the considerations.  
 

4. For publication a second version (containing no business confidential information) 
was developed, too.
